Affiliation

allowed to compete.  Junior affiliation fees are £14.00 per player for Under 17 and 

Under 14 and £10.00 per player for Under 12 and £2.00 for Under 10 and below, and

Directions to venue 

Coming from Belfast direction, take the M1 and A1 and follow signs for Dublin. After 

Dundalk, still following sign for Dublin, watch out for sign for Ardee at roundabout. Follow 

sign for Ardee; in Ardee centre turn right for Kells (signposted). In Kells turn right at T 

junction (N3 Virginia-Cavan). In Virginia keep left at Y (signposted Ballyjamesduff). In 

Ballyjamesduff go right at stop, left at Bank, past Garda station, Hall on left. (St.Joseph’s 

Hall). 

 

Coming from Enniskillen direction, follow sign for Cavan. At Cavan roundabout take left 

(N3-Dublin). At New Inn cross, turn right for Ballyjamesduff (signposted Ballyjamesduff 

R196). In Ballyjamesduff go straight at stop, past Garda station, hall on left (St.Joseph’s
