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RULES FOR CELTIC TT National Junior League:

1. To be eligible to play for a club team a player must actually attend that club at the time of the league. No player may represent more than one club in any particular league.

2. A team consists of three players and substitutes may be included.

3. Clubs with more than one team have to nominate at least three players for each team except for the lowest team.

4. If a substitute is introduced they may play for the higher team, they are then ineligible for the lower team and must be put into the higher teams’ panel. No player may play for more then one team in a round of matches.

5. A team match consists of six individual singles matches each played to the best of 5 games.
6. The home team provides the umpire for the first match. After that each team provides an umpire alternatively.

7. The order of players on a match sheet must be in order of strength. National then Provincial rankings apply if applicable.

8. These games are entered on the official score sheet. After the match the score sheet is signed by a representative of both teams.

9. Eight points are awarded for each match: one point for each game won and two points for a win, or, one for a draw (overall results)

Examples: 
Result 4-2 
Winning tem 6 points, losing team 2 points

Result 3-3 
Each team 4 points.

Result 5-1 
Winning team 7 points, Losing team 1 point.

10 All players must wear rubber soled shoes, shorts and non-white tops

11. The League Committee may, if it should become necessary during the leagues, modify, interpret or change a rule, or, if the circumstances warrant it, introduce a new rule.

12. Teams must be accompanied by a adult.

13. If a player has no team within a club to play with, or is of a standard considered too good they may submit a proposal stating such to the events organisers who will attempt to assign them to a team of similar standard.
14. All players must be affiliated to the ITTA
