Entries:

Entries shall be received not later than Thursday 10th November 2011
Entry fee 75 euro per team. Should a player be unavailable, he/she should be withdrawn from the team list in advance of the start of the event and may be replaced only by a player of a lower ranking/standard.

Venue:
Facilities include: Free car parking and changing facilities.
Playing System:
A team consists of 3 players which can be selected from a named squad of 5. A match consists of 5 singles games.

The order of play shall be:  A v X, B v Y, C v Z, A v Y, B v X and the 

match shall end when a team has won 3 individual matches, each the best of 5 games.

Seeding:
Seeding shall be done with reference to the current Butterfly Senior ranking list in the first incidence. 

Prizes
Winning club team/runners up in the Premier division will be awarded a cash prize and the perpetual National Team Trophy. Medals will be awarded to winners of other Divisions

Umpires:
Qualified umpires will officiate in as many matches as possible. 

Ranking Points:          Ranking points will be awarded in accordance with the current Senior Ranking 
                                   Scheme.

Photography:         
The ITTA has a policy on the use of photographic and video recording equipment at ITTA events, and permission for the use of such equipment must be granted by the Referee or Organising Committee. All participants accept that photographs or other recorded images taken on behalf of the ITTA may be used in connection with the promotion of ITTA events and activities, unless requested otherwise in advance by the participant, their guardian or coach

Rules:


a. The event will be conducted in accordance with the current Laws of Table Tennis and the Regulations of the ITTF and ITTA.

b. A tie in a group shall be resolved in accordance with ITTF Rule 3.7.5
c. The decision of the umpire on facts and of the Referee on points of law are final and binding

d. Anti-doping testing may take place

e. The ITTA Code of Conduct will be strictly enforced

f. Should there be insufficient entries, the Referee reserves the right to cancel/merge the event
